On a recent tour of a hospital in Tanzania, ford&PG Mission
Companion Karilyn Collins encountered a young girgssed in rags,
begging food from mothers on the maternity ward.

Karilyn explained: ‘She looked relatively well feohd fit. Staff told
me she had been very sick so she was brought to#matal from the
orphanage where she lived. When the orphanageveiszbthe girl
was HIV-positive they didn’t want her back, so frtdmen on she had
lived on the ward. ‘That was two years agowNhe girl is six
years old. She behaves like a pet, greeting vashipiputting her hand
in theirs and walking around with them. She haewén been given a
name by the hospital staff and | never heard hesksp

Elsewhere, in the mining town of Geita, Karilyn ni&tyear-old
Charity [not her real name], whose parents dieglyrars ago, before
anti retroviral treatment became available, fromD&drelated
illnesses.

Karilyn said: ‘Charity lived with her grandmothevho was old and
sick. They had little contact with their neighbodtg to the stigma of
HIV.  ‘One day, one of the neighbours noticdzhd smell coming
from the hut and went to investigate. Little Chatdld her neighbour
that she couldn’t wake her granny up. It transpiteat Charity’s
grandmother had died several days earlier. Chasiy found to be
HIV-positive. She is now doing well on treatmenit ho-one wants
to take her in, so the local Anglican home-based ca-ordinator
looks after her most of the time.’

Karilyn added: ‘Not all infected children have suadtiifficult time, but
meeting both these girls in such a short spacen@ had a very
profound effect on me. It shows that the major [gnmbfor those who
suffer from HIV in Tanzania is the stigma thattiB§ affecting people,
especially children.’

and so the name continued.
