Also dried
goods such as meat, fish, vegetables and some fruit and cereals grown on the
estate for bread making, This giving oul of boxes became "Boxing Day”. In
Victorian times, on the day afier Christmas grateful customers® used 1o give their
tradesmen annual presents or money often in boxes
and so the name continued.
