The Royal Wedding has come and gone. For many of us it seemed
to be wansparently happy for William and Kate, and clearly for huge
crowds in London an event they were able to enjoy whatever their diverse
political views, and for millions a day unsullied by cynicism or disillusion.

carpet after the wedding guests had gone.

There are many lifestyles people choose and their choices are ones
we meet, | hope, humbly, with respect and generosity. MNonetheless
marriage is a clear statement, a fresh proclamation of what Christians
{among other Faith groups) believe God intends for men and women, and
of our hopes and aspirations for families and communities. A wedding, like
the Gospel, is ever-fresh; challenging and affirming; and whenever we
meetl 1o celebrate marriage, hope, faith, trust, joy, vision, and all the gifts of
God's Spirit are clearly discerned — defying our sometimes jaded, stained,
and tarnished lives, and inspiring us to renew our promises . And some are
called to pass beyond broken relahonships to new, which marnage can
hallow and deepen - the Church is ready to walk the path with them,

It is the season of fetes and fairs - our school Fair in June, Open
Crardens and a Flower Show in early July, our Parish Fete in July. They are
crucial in raising money in economically difficult times- they are
community events too — occasions for just being together and generating
friendship and cooperation.

People often talk nostalgically about “the past™ and “the war-time
spint” — community is alive and well!

THE DORCHESTER GOSPEL

This year is the four-hundredth anniversary of the King James Version of the
Bible. This was one among several in a number of efforts in these Islands and
Europe to produce the Jewish-Christian Scriptures in the language of the
people. These date back as far as the seventh/eighth century to the Venerable
Bede, the reign of Saxon King Alfred the Great and the Wessex Gospels,
Middle Ages John Wycliffe, Miles Coverdale and William Tyndale.

In celebration and working with the Dorchester Benefice it is hoped to produce
a hand-written copy of 5t Luke's Gospel in the New Revised Standard
Version. This retains the cadence and timbre of the King James combined
with modern scholarship, better translation from the Greek and Hebrew, and
written in English closer to our current use of language.

Winterbourne Valley School is taking part in this project with the Parishes in
producing St Luke’'s Gospel. The result will be copied and bound, and we will
be able to retain a copy for “posterity”. The focus will be Bible Sunday, the last
Sunday in October

Local organiser is Christine Gibson. There will be an invitation to hand-write
a verse (or several verses as you wish) in black ink on prepared paper, and to
make a small contribution to the Bible Society which translates and distributes
the Bible in many different languages world-wide.

THE 3rd SUNDAY IS FATHER'S DAY
{An American Invention!)

It all started in 1909 in Washington, USA when a Mrs Dodd was
hstening to a Mother's Day sermon. She decided to dedicate a day tc her
father who was a single parent and had raised her and her siblings after her
mother died. She chose his birthday, 19" June.

President Richard Nixon established the third Sunday of June as a
permanent national observance of Father's Day in 1972, It was not until the
late 70's that it started to grow in popularity. It is not officially recognised
by the government in the UK. (But that doesn't stop people buying cards!)

21st IS MID SUMMER'S DAY OR IS IT?
Longest day of the year when the most minutes of daylight occur™
“It marks the beginning of summer"

Midsummer can be dn 21st, 24th or 25th or a date close (o the
Summer Solstice on the 23rd June. It may simply refer to the period of
time centred upon the Summer Solstice but more often refers to specific
European celebrations that accompany the actual solstice, or that take place
on 24th June and the preceding evening, related to the birthday ol Saint
John the Baptist.

European  midsummer-related  holidays,  traditions  and
celebrations, many of which are pre-Chnstian in origin and have been
Chnistianised as celebrating the Nativity of St John the Baptist as "Saint
John's Day" festivals, are particularly important in Norway, Sweden,
Finland and Estomia, but are also found in Ireland, and in England at
Stonehenge and Comwall.

On the eve of Midsummer's Day, many bonfires used to be burnt all
over the country. This was in praise of the sun, for the days were going to
get shorter and the sun would seem to get weaker.

Mill Stream Update

Since my last article quite a lot has happened so 1 will bring you up 1o
date and give you a brief history of the mill,

Firstly | have had a great deal of interest from willage residents and
further afield, which has been very encouraging. Dorset Wildlife Trust has offered
its support and has experience in waterway management, We have had a positive
response from most of the land owners involved and will hopefully contact all of
them by the time you read this article.

The next stage will be to commence planning, seek some funding and
apply for authonty to re-open the waterway. Hopefully we will shortly have a
meeting to introduce everyone who has offered assistance and anyone who
wishes, is very welcome to attend. Richard Crumblehome has carried out a great
deal of research mto the local history of the area including the mill and most of
the information below comes from his excellent website as well as the online Mill
Archives website.

Winterbourne Steepleton Mill is also known as Groves Mill as it was
operated by the Groves family in the 18" and 19" century. A mill has been
present in the village since at least 1332 although not necessarly on the current
site. The current premises certainly appear on maps drawn up in 1788 [ am not
certain when the mill fell into disuse but photographs on the Mill Archives
website taken in 1964, show the property to be derelict but with the rear pond still
full of water and two wheels in situ, one larger than the other. The larger wheel
was made by H. G. Martin of Dorchester and measured 8" x 6°. This was used 1o
drive the machinery that ground the com. The other wheel was of the same
diameter but only 1'6" wide. It drove two ram pumps with two cranks either side
of the wheel. This used to supply the village with water using a large header tank.

Currently the mill is home to the Gardner family who have lived there for
around the last forty years or so. | am sure that some of our senior residents will
have more mformation to add to this short history and perhaps even some old
photographs. Please contact me with anything of interest.
