As you all must know the Parish Council had beercemed about tl
long term future of both the Village shop and Raffice for some time.Back
2008 we warned that we were worried that if thditees in the village were ni
used they would be lost. This concern was repeatid Annual parish repc
in 2009. The purpose of this meeting is to let\tiilage know the current ai
up to date position both about the Village shop @sd about the Post offic
We have tried through both the parish magazindtamdlillage web site to ke
you informed but | am sure that not everybody knashat efforts we have g
in and views we have sought in the earlier pathefyear while trying to wo
out what we thought about a shop in the village apdst office.

The Parish Council decided in the end of last yteaira small workin
group should be formed to establish contact withRidscal and see if a w
forward could be found for the shop. The group isted of Stephen Slac
David Gargrave and David Read and myself thoughd mot able to make 1
first meeting of the group.

Before Christmas first contact was made with Misdahas we soug
to establish what he wanted to do and the timegbak he had in mind. Ur
that was clarified nothing could be done as wendidknow what he wanted
do and when. In the early part of the year we wtded that there had beer
interest in buying the business as a going conmetthat he wished to rem:
in the house when the business closed. We thewittehim on two occasiol
during the first three months of the year and efdst meeting he indicated t
he made up his mind about what he wished to dowdresh to do it. At ths
meeting we learnt that he wished to cease traditigeaend of March/beginnii
of April but would remain in the house and reclaome of the current sh
area back into the house. He was willing to enteagreement to lease
remaining area of the shop and the adjoining gasagthat a shop and P
office could continue and for the first time songufes were mentioned. \
were aware that outside parties continued to taketarest in the business u
just before the eventual closure but nothing becahtkese in the end. Wh
this was going on we started to explore the pdégiloif running a communit
shop but having no expertise turned for help tooatside body called tl
Plunkett Foundation as with their knowledge, thesiality of establishing
community shop now became a reality for the firaet As the Parish Coun
had no knowledge or expertise in running a commwstiop we talked to tl
Plunkett Foundation.
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We met with one of their representatives while aleeking informal advic
from a Londis franchise holder from outside thisaaon his views as to 1
viability of a shop in this village.

The Plunkett Foundation supports rural communitiegtting up Rur:
Community shops and has helped the majority o28@ such shops that .
now functioning in the country. These shops rangsze but the smallest see
to need a turnover of 50,000 pounds annually thnaacially viable. Withot
the Plunkett Foundation support we would be goimghere and needed tF
outside support and guidance to get us to the gatetlet alone to stages. ¢
meeting with a representative of the Plunkett fa@tiath held in the parish offi
and together with advice from their website wasrdason why we then ser
questionnaire to each household in the Parishdertasn the level of supp:
there would be for a community shop and if theywiléng to invest in th
project. We discussed with them areas such as mmitarnover required, pe
manager and hours needed, volunteers and the prollgh them, finance a
grants. We were told that 33% of the capital resgliwould have to come frc
the people of the village and that 100,000 to 120 @ould be needed so
would have to find 30,000 to 40,000. We learnt froine Plunkett Foundatit
that the basis of success for a community shoplisnteer support of 2-4 t
per week per person and that 10+ individuals wbaldeeded.

When we analysed the returns we could see thatilthge wanted
shop to continue, would offer financial supportypded it was for a villac
owned solution not just a village based one andétention of a post offic
facility was a repeated theme.

The offer of financial support was welcome but tiat facility had t
be owned by the community was a surprise.
